When life feels unfair and prayers seem 
unanswered, trust in God's faithfulness 
and goodness. Like Hannah, our trials 
can deepen our faith and shape a 
legacy of hope. Remember, God is 
always working, even when we can't 
see it, and HIS faithfulness is 11/10. 

 

7 This went on year after year. 
Whenever Hannah went up to the 
house of the Lord, her rival provoked 
her till she wept and would not eat. 8 

Her husband Elkanah would say to her, 
“Hannah, why are you weeping? Why 
don’t you eat? Why are you 
downhearted? Don’t I mean more to 
you than ten sons?” 
9 Once when they had finished eating 
and drinking in Shiloh, Hannah stood 
up. Now Eli the priest was sitting on his 
chair by the doorpost of the Lord’s 
house. 10 In her deep anguish Hannah 
prayed to the Lord, weeping bitterly.

19 Early the next morning they arose and 
worshiped before the Lord and then 
went back to their home at 
Ramah. Elkanah made love to his wife 
Hannah, and 
the Lord remembered her. 20 So in the 
course of time Hannah became 
pregnant and gave birth to a son. She 
named him Samuel, saying, “Because I 
asked the Lord for him.”

Help us to trust You more deeply, especially in our 
struggles and questions. May we find strength in Your promises 
and courage to walk in faith, knowing You are with us always.
